OBITUARY

Joseph McClelland

February 19, 1902

Joseph McClelland, one of Walton’s most substantial citizens, passed away Wednesday at 1:30 p.m., at his home on Townsend Street, after an illness of one week. The cause of death was a general breaking down of his system. He was taken ill in December from a cold contacted during the flood, which occurred during that month. He was sick for several weeks, but finally recovered and was able to be about the streets. On Tuesday of last week he was seized with his old malady and later inflammatory rheumatism developed. His condition grew more serious daily and the members of his family were apprehensive of the result. He also knew that his end was near and said that he would never rise from his bed.

 Mr. McClelland was born in County Armagh, April 10, 1827.His father, Samuel McClelland, with his family, immigrated to America when Joseph was 15 years of

Age. The family located in Downsville, where they resided until the deceased had attained his majority. He then bought the farm at West Brook on which his son, Samuel L. now resides. Mr. McClelland was married about this time to Hannah A. daughter of Lewis Patchen. 

The farm was in its primeval state and the young couple went bravely to work to make a home for themselves. In this, they succeeded most wonderfully. A log home was their home at first. The forest was cleared away and the land was made to blossom like the rose. Later a substantial farmhouse was erected and as year succeeded year, the woodland gave place to green meadows and blossoming fields. With their increase of worldly gain, came also a gain in family numbers. Six children were born to them, all of whom are now living.

They are Mrs. W.A. Soper, Mrs. Lizzie Honeywell, Mrs. Samuel McDonald, Samuel L. 

And Joseph McClelland, all of Walton, and Mrs. George E. Wright of Harrison, NY.

A brother, Robert McClelland of Hobart, and a sister, Mrs. Margaret Wright, of Iowa, 

survive him.  A brother, William, died in youth.

Mr. McClelland was a man whose integrity was unquestioned. Early in his career he began to develop those traits of character for which he was noted and which brought him success and added rich honors as years went by. He always took an active interest in public affairs. His advice was often sought and was freely given. In politics he was a 

Republican of the staunchest kind. His fellow townsmen on several occasions, tendered him office, but he always refused, preferring rather to remain in the back.

She & her 4 sons settled on Scotch Mountain near Delhi, New York.  It was covered with huge hard maple & other hardwood trees.  James & his 3 brothers with the help of neighbord cleared land for agricultural pruposes & built a snug cabin & other buildings of logs.  Their mother kept a immaculate home for them until they all were married.  James married and had 7 children. His wife died and he courted Margaret McClelland who was only 5 years older than his oldest child.  He was much taken by her beauty & her ability to care for a home.  Margaret's parents saw in him a good man with ability to care for their daughter & know her future would be well taken care of.  They were married 9/22/1850.  They had old Bundy the dog who was required to walk around on a revovling stairway used to power a huge churn. Bundy wearied of his task & would sense the fact that it was churning day & quietly disappear.  all hands  would turn out to look for him.  all the milking of the large herds of dairy cattle was done by hand.  The mild was strained into huge tin pans and placed in the milk house to cool.  The cream was skimmed by hand and all the pans had to be emptied and washed.  The cream was then churned into butter, then washed and salted "just right".  After hours of back breaking labor of "working" to remove all the excess water, the butter was packed into large firkens, each containing 1/4 barrel.  At the end of 6 months, James would take it all to New York City and sell it.  He was very, very, very proud when he returned from his first trip after his marriage to Margaret, that his butter had brought the highest market price.  The buyer would insert a long bladed knife into each firken and when he withdrew it, would test the odor.  If good - fine!

In Rocester, he wasn't making enough to support a wife, and so after two years he accepted a job in Miles City, Montana - moving there in 1922 and marrying my mother a short time later.  He had a long an industrious career in Miles City, being one of the few internists in all of southeastern Montana.  He retired from the clinic in the 1960s, but then spent several years working at the VA hospital in Miles City.  In his old age, his vision failed and then he developed carcinoma of the bladder which eventually resulted in death from uremia.

I was born at Holy Rosary Hospital June 8, 1928, a good month prematurly & weighed only 4 1/2 lbs.  The event percipitating my delivery was my 15 mo old sister riding her trike down our basement stairs.  However mother was having problems with pre-eclampsia, and so my coming may have been a good thing.  We lived at 619 S. Lake & I went to Lincoln School about 4 blocks away grades 1-6. Needless to say during the winter months mom had to drive me to and from school. This was for 5th grade. Because our schools don't have cafeterias we had to either bring our lunch or go home for lunch (which I did when I was within walking distance). My grandparents lived in a retirement home across the road so I would go and have lunch with them. I remember arriving at noon once and my grandparetns weren't there. The lady at the desk came and told me grandma had been taken to hospital, mom soon came and got me. I also met my first boyfriend at the retirement village for he did the same thing I did. He gave me his ring but a few days later I decided I didn't want to go steady anymore so I waited until he got into the elevator to go to his grandmas and just before the doors closed I threw the ring in and said "I don't want to go steady anymore!" 

I also tried my hand a playing the french horn at this time but soon decided to give it a miss. By year 6 we were on the move again to Custer County High School which was only 3 blocks from home again - home cooked lunches again!!. The school system decided to try out the split school schedule. This meant 6th graders stared school at 12pm at didn't finish until 6pm( grades 9 -12 had to start school at 6am!).
