Nicholas "Klaas" Jongewaard arrived in Pella in 1848 along with his father Ringert and brothers Albert and Arie. (His brother Cornelius had come to Pella the previous year.) Nicholas moved to Sioux County in the 1870s and operated a livestock business in Orange City as he was a buyer for the Chicago stockyards.  It was reported that he was also an early day sheriff of Sioux County.  He and his family (probably with 2nd wife Gertrude) moved to the Yakima Valley of Washington in early 1900s.  Moxee, Wa. was settled in the early 1900s by Dutch from Iowa and South Dakota.  Nicholas died in 1924 at age 94 after being burned in a bed fire.  He is buried in Holland Cemetery at Moxee.  (K. Jongewaard bought a plot in Graceland Cemetery north of Pella, but there are no records of burials.  Two young daughters may be buried there.) He is remembered as a soft-spoken man with a full head of hair and a bushy white beard and called "Oom Klaas" and his wife "Tante Mim."

Obituary-- Moxee Man, 94 Dies, Had 141 Descendant's

	Nicholas Jongewaard:  Several times within the past few year's doctors have shook their heads and said that Nicholas Jongewaard could not live more than a few days.  They have stood by the bedside watching patiently the struggle of the old man's soul to live on in the body.  Each Time, the doctor’s marveled, for Mr. Jongewaard rallied and became well and strong again.  But yesterday at 2:30, in the home of his daughter, Mrs Jane Meyer in the Moxee, Mr. Jongewaard quietly died after an illness of two weeks.


	He was 94 year's old.   His descendant's numbered 141.  He was the head of a family of eight sons and daughters (six of whom are dead),  26 grandchildren, 73 great grandchildren.  His progeny are scattered all over the United States.   Many of them live in the Moxee.  Besides his daughter, in whose home he died he leaves a son R.N. Jongewaard of the Moxee.


	Last autumn Mr. Jongewaard fell and was hurt.  Doctor's said he could not survive the shock; but in a few weeks he was up and active again. He came to Yakima 12 years ago from Iowa to spend his last years with his son and daughter.  In the middle west he was rated as a real pioneer, having come from Holland when he was a young man.  He was a railroad contractor, and helped build several lines in the middle western states.


	Funeral services will be held today at 3 O' clock in the Holland church with the Rev. B. Van. Lierop, pastor of the church, preaching the sermon, and the Rev. Otto Klien, evangelist, speaking in appreciation of the life of his friend.  Burial will be in the Holland cemetery.


	An added note by granddaughter Sue Smith - Feb. 10,1974:  He was also a deputy sheriff in Iowa, and a meat buyer, and cattle buyer, for the Chicago stockyards.  He lived in Pella, Orange City, Harrison S. D. and probably passed thru and lived in other areas for shorter periods. Yes, sir he had a lot of Moxee.
